FPIX2.1 readout notes:

1) Each time the readout finishes a scan through all 22 columns, two sync/status words are output before the next readout scan starts.

2) Any time three sync/status words in a row appear, the chip has gone empty – no data is ready for read out.

3) After the chip has been empty, all data associated with the first bco to have any data is read out in one pass through the chip.

4) In general it is true that the oldest data in the chip is read out in one complete pass through the chip… this means that if one keeps track of the oldest bco being read out, then as soon as four sync/status words appear (signaling column 21 has been reached twice), all data associated with that oldest bco has been read out.
